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Well known local identity David Funnell spoke at our February 

meeting and is the present day ‘2018 Local Citizen of the Year’.  He 

has been a past member of Camden Council, a leading business man 

for 45 years when he conducted his Funnell’s Electrical Company and  

he has always been a good friend to the Society.   

David gave a wide ranging talk of his lifetime involvement in the 

Macarthur District.  Together with reminiscing of his wider family to his 

present day interests at the Town Farm and Equestrian Park in 

Camden, where he invites everyone to please come and visit. 
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Harvey told the story of Gallipoli from the Turkish point of 
view. 

Throughout his career as TV and radio producer, academic, 
researcher, and author, Harvey has interviewed Gallipoli 
veterans, and worked with Turkish academics and 
researchers who helped him gain access to important 
archives. While digging through the archives and stories, 
Harvey also discovered pieces of information about his own 
family history. His family had soldiers who fought in World 
War One, and had a great uncle who was killed at Gallipoli in 
3rd Battle of Krithia in June 1915.
